Item Card  

ωUser can select any item, view all the 
information about that item 
including special manufacturer or 
customer comments, and view its 
picture directly from the item card.

ωDetails of related data such as 
invoicing, ordering or manufacturing 
are grouped by their corresponding 
tabs

ωbŀǾƛǎƛƻƴΩǎ ŦƭƻǿŦƛŜƭŘ ǘŜŎƘƴƻƭƻƎȅ 
allows the user to drill down on any 
field and see the actual transaction 
that make up the total on the screen.

ωSeven different item types meet all 
ǘƘŜ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜƳŜƴǘǎ ƻŦ ǘƻŘŀȅΩǎ 
businesses and manufacturers (Style, 
Jewelry, Diamond, Stone, Regular, 
Metal, Kit).

ωItem Class field groups similar items 
based in a certain class to be used in 
special pricing.



Invoicing Tab 

ÅFive different costing methods give 
the user the flexibility to manage 
inventory costing according to 
different types of items (Specific, 
Standard, Average, FIFO, LIFO)

ωAbility to maintain three different 
costs on each item that allow to 
control the costing based on the 
costing method.

ωPrice by BOM allows user to choose 
whether to specify a fixed unit price 
or to calculate the unit price from 
the Bill of Material.

ωAbility to specify commission per 
item. Commission by BOM allows 
the user to bypass the value in 
Commission % and instead 
calculates commission according to 
Bill of Material.

ωUser can enter Markup instead of 
unit price and the system will 
calculate unit price accordingly. 
Same option with Tag Markup.



Parts (Bill of Material)

ωAbility to assign BOM (Bill of 
Material) to each and every 
item.

ωThree types to choose from : 
Item (any item from the item 
card), Resource (casting , polish, 
picking, repair etc.), and Linked.

ωLinked items are serialized items 
that are required to have a serial 
number or a lot number and are 
attached to any job as a 
separate entity (A large diamond 
on a ring for example).

ωUser has the ability of changing 
specific info on the Parts line 
without affecting the main item 
card of that part. This gives the 
flexibility of having different 
markups for the same BOM in 
different items.



Job Card

ω Four types of jobs : Stock, Lot, 
Maintenance, Repair give the 
flexibility to use the job card for 
different types of jewelry items.

ω Job card includes standards BOM 
menu selections, additional 
consumption categories, and item 
or job specific requirements

ω From the Job Card, user can still 
change BOM selections, calculate 
cost conversions or close the job 
altogether.

ω Otherwise, user can create job 
immediately from Job Card and 
print complete Job Envelope to 
send out.

ω User can also print job labels or 
tags, and post consumption 
directly on Job Card.



Special Price

ω Customers who make 
high volume purchases 
can often develop 
special customer 
status.

ω Special Customers 
receive reduced rates 
or discounted prices 
on the goods they 
purchase.

ω Different Types of 
Special Pricing : 
Customer, Customer 
Class, Item , Item Class.

ω Different Types of 
Amounts in Special 
Pricing : Regular, Piece, 
Labor, Markup, Cost 
Markup.



Special Prices (Part II)

ωBy checking item, user can 
access specific Item Cards 
to check on what special 
prices may be available to 
them.

ωSpecial Price List is 
accessible from Customer 
Card, Item Card, Sales 
Order, Sales Invoice, etc. 
with all the data sorted 
according to the 
corresponding sources.

ωCustomer Class allows the 
user to assign any 
customer or group of 
customers to a customer 
class, which can be used to 
assign a special price to all 
customers belonging to 
the same class by creating 
only one entry.



Estimation

ωUser has the ability to create 
quotes on specific items using 
the Estimation Card.

ωEstimation has the flexibility 
of having the same 
functionality as a Job without 
affecting Inventory.

ωUser can change the Bill of 
Material on the Estimation 
Card to meet the specific 
needs of the customer.

ωA quick estimation 
functionality is available on 
the Customer Card, which 
allows the user to give quick 
quotes in some cases.

ωOnce approved , the 
estimation can be turned into 
a job with one single click, 
either directly from the Card 
or by assigning it on a Sales 
Order. 



Quote Form 

ωQuote form is designed to be 
easily emailed and/or faxed to 
customer.

ωUser has the option to include 
the bill of material on this page 
as well as any comment that 
was added on the Estimation 
Card.

ωThe layout of this form can be 
easily modified.
